Before connecting the printer to your computer, to make sure that 
the printer works properly, conduct media calibration and print a 
self-test/ configuration label.  
 

Steps to Start Media Calibration & Configuration 
1. Make sure the media is properly loaded and the top cover of 

the printer is closed.  
2. Turn off the printer power.  
3. Press and hold the FEED button while turning on the power, 

until printer motor is activated. 
4. Media Calibration will be performed while the printer 

automatically feeds the label stock for a certain length; then 
the printer motor suspends for one second and then prints out 
a configuration profile.

Cleaning Material 
Surface of print head’s heating element is very fragile. To prevent 
from any possible damage, please use the Printhead Cleaning Pen 
or soft cloth/ cotton buds with “Ethanol” or “industry alcohol” to clean 
print head surface.
